 dancers in 2 lines of 3. Face up.

Music: Queen's delight

Formula:

Once to yourself (8 bars)

Foot up and down
--------------------Chorus:Double steps

Hey down
Double steps

Cross and twist
---------------------Chorus: Furry capers

Hey down
Single capers (‘Skeggies’)

Back to back
------------------- Chorus :Slows

Hey down 
Slows with shouts

Finish: All caper into middle of set as third corners caper at end of their final slows. All 
dancers meet in the  centre of the set. Throw hankies up, shout “Hoi!”

Chorus: Corner crossings

Double steps:
• Closed SSR, closed SSL.
• 5 double steps crossing, passing beyond end of set. Turn on third one.
• Finish with two capers in middle of set (last DS truncated to go into capers).  

Walk  backwards to set position. Middles finish last DS in set position and do 
their capers in set.

Furry capers:
• Closed SSR, closed SSL.
• 5 furry capers crossing, passing beyond end of set. Turn on third one.
• Finish with two capers in middle of set. Walk  backwards to set position. 

Middles finish last furry caper in set position.

Single capers:
▪ Closed SSR, closed SSL.
▪ 12 single capers crossing, passing beyond end of set. Turn on 7 & 8
▪ Finish in middle of set.. Middles caper to  finish in set position. 

Slows:
• Closed SSR, closed SSL.
• Right leg steps back, arms  into a wide show.
• Step forward, step into FTJ. Star jump.
• Repeat with left leg steps back.
• 2 DS (turning right before end of set to face back into centre), furry caper.
• Finish with two capers in middle of set.  Move backwards to set position. 

Middles caper in set position.
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
